A word of hope

2. “Since we are justified through faith, we have peace with God through our Lord Jesus Christ, through
whom we have obtained access to this grace in which we stand; and we boast in our hope of sharing in the
glory of God... Hope does not disappoint, because God’s love has been poured into our hearts through the

Holy Spirit that has been given to us” (Rom 5:1-2.5). In this passage, Saint Paul gives us much to reflect

upon. We know that the Letter to the Romans marked a decisive turning point in his work of evangelization.
Until then, he had carried out his activity in the eastern part of the Empire, but now he turns to Rome and
all that Rome meant in the eyes of the world. Before him lay a great challenge, which he took up for the
sake of preaching the Gospel, which knows no barriers or confines. The Church of Rome was not founded
by Paul, yet he felt impelled to hasten there in order to bring to everyone the Gospel of Jesus Christ,
crucified and risen from the dead, a message of hope that fulfils the ancient promises, leads to glory and,
grounded in love, does not disappoint.

3. Hope is born of love and based on the love springing from the pierced heart of Jesus upon the cross:
“For if while we were enemies, we were reconciled to God through the death of his Son, much more surely,
having been reconciled, will we be saved by his life” (Rom 5:19). That life becomes manifest in our own life

of faith, which begins with Baptism, develops in openness to God’s grace and is enlivened by a hope
constantly renewed and confirmed by the working of the Holy Spirit.
Una Palabra de esperanza
2. «Justificados, entonces, por la fe, estamos en paz con Dios, por medio de nuestro Sefior Jesucristo. Por
él hemos alcanzado, mediante la fe, la gracia en la que estamos afianzados, y por él nos gloriamos en la
esperanza de la gloria de Dios. [...] Y la esperanza no quedara defraudada, porque el amor de Dios ha sido
derramado en nuestros corazones por el Espiritu Santo, que nos ha sido dado» (Rm 5,1-2.5). Los puntos de
reflexion que aqui nos propone san Pablo son mdltiples. Sabemos que la Carta a los Romanos marca un
paso decisivo en su actividad de evangelizacion. Hasta ese momento la habia realizado en el rea oriental
del Imperio y ahora lo espera Roma, con todo lo que esta representa a los ojos del mundo: un gran desafio,
que debe afrontar en nombre del anuncio del Evangelio, el cual no conoce barreras ni confines. La Iglesia
de Roma no habia sido fundada por Pablo, pero él sentia vivo el deseo de llegar alli pronto para llevar a
todos el Evangelio de Jesucristo, muerto y resucitado, como anuncio de la esperanza que realiza las
promesas, conduce a la gloria y, fundamentada en el amor, no defrauda.

3. La esperanza efectivamente nace del amor y se funda en el amor que brota del Corazén de Jesus
traspasado en la cruz: «Porque si siendo enemigos, fuimos reconciliados con Dios por la muerte de su Hijo,
mucho mas ahora que estamos reconciliados, seremos salvados por su vida» (Rm 5,10). Y su vida se
manifiesta en nuestra vida de fe, que empieza con el Bautismo; se desarrolla en la docilidad a la gracia de

Dios y, por tanto, esta animada por la esperanza, que se renueva siempre y se hace inquebrantable por la

accion del Espiritu Santo.
