In May 2001, I earned a B.A degree in
Philosophy and minor in Cross-Culture studies at
Divine Word College. Then, I went to Chicago to
study theology and missiology at Catholic Theological
Union. Before I finished my studies, I left the Divine
Word Missionary society and university to go back to
California with my family.

In 2006, I received a Master of Counseling in
Psychology and became a Family Therapist. Then, I
was accepted to be psychotherapist for trouble youths
and their families in Orange County. Two years later
I was accepted as a seminarian for the Diocese of San Bernardino. Bishop Barnes sent me to San
Antonio, Texas to finish my Master of Divinity. I was appointed to do my internship one year at St.
Catherine of Alexandria. Then, I was ordained to the priesthood by Bishop Gerald Barnes on May 29
in 2010.

My first priest parish assignment was to the community of Saint Joseph parish in Barstow for six
months. Because of the need for Vietnamese priest, I was transferred to Our Lady of Perpetual Help in
Riverside for two years. Then, Bishop Barnes appointed me to St. Joseph parish in Upland where I
was a parochial vicar, administrator, and pastor for last 11 years.

Starting July Ist, I will be a member of St. Catherine parish. I am happy and looking forward to
minister and to share my priesthood with all of you for the next few years. Please keep me in your
prayers and I will do the same.

Naci 4 dias después de la caida de Vietnam (30 de

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Al principio de mi vocacion, queria ser misionero, ast
que decidi asistir al Divine Word College (DWC) para
estudiar filosofia y estudios interculturales. En mayo
de 2001, obtuve una licenciatura en Filosofia y una
especializacion en estudios interculturales en Divine
Word College. Luego fui a Chicago para estudiar
teologia y misionologia en la Union Teoldgica
Catdlica.
